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The Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church states:  “Providing the care needed to maintain health, prevent disease and 
restore health after injury or illness is a responsibility each person owes others and government owes to all, a responsibility government 
ignores at its peril.  In Ezekiel 34: 4a, God points out the failures of the leadership of Israel to care for the weak:  You have not 
strengthened the weak, you have not healed the sick you have not bound up the inured.”  As a result all suffer…. Like police and fire 
protection, health care is best funded thru the governments’ ability to tax each person equitable and directly und the provider entities.  
(Social Principles: Paragraph 162V). 
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Lessons Learned…

We must be learning a lot in the world because if you Google “lessons learned” you get 8,990,000 hits. Some 
are worth investigating and like all Internet searches others are NOT worthwhile viewing. Imagine if we took 
all that the world has learned and apply the good stuff. That begs the question: what is “good stuff”, but I’m 
going to assume that we are all on the same page.

My nephew 
learned recently at church you do not lick the serving spoon from the ice cream and put it back in the 
container.  
 
There are obviously many more but I love the poster or email that says, “All I really need to know I learned in 
Kindergarten.” It’s true isn’t it?  Those listed above we all learned in Kindergarten. How different would our 
world be if we lived by what we learned then? Like "Clean up your own mess." Or (my favorite) "Warm 
cookies and cold milk are good for you," and "Take a nap every afternoon." Tell me we wouldn’t all be more 
agreeable with an afternoon cookie and nap break?  
 
As adults we have to complicate things sometimes, and the lessons can get harder, or have serious 
consequences.  There’s a Carrie Underwood song called “Lessons Learned”. The chorus is: 
 

And every tear that had to fall from my eyes, Everyday I wondered how I'd get through the night, 
              Every change, life has thrown me,   I'm thankful, for every break in my heart, 
                I'm grateful, for every scar,   Some pages turned,   Some bridges burned, 

But there were lessons learned. 
 
Have we thought about being grateful for all the scars or breaks we have gone through in our lives? Not until 
I was listening to this song and realized that, "yeah, without those I wouldn’t be who I am today." All the 
lessons we learn each day make us who we are, from the early simple things to the more difficult and hard.
