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The Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church states:  “Providing the care needed to maintain health, prevent disease and 
restore health after injury or illness is a responsibility each person owes others and government owes to all, a responsibility government 
ignores at its peril.  In Ezekiel 34: 4a, God points out the failures of the leadership of Israel to care for the weak:  You have not 
strengthened the weak, you have not healed the sick you have not bound up the inured.”  As a result all suffer…. Like police and fire 
protection, health care is best funded thru the governments’ ability to tax each person equitable and directly und the provider entities.  
(Social Principles: Paragraph 162V). 
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"I think it is really a catastrophe of major proportions.” 
 Raymond Joseph, Haiti's ambassador to the United States on the Haitian earthquake. 

 
With great shock we heard and saw reports of the devastating earthquake near Port au Prince, Haiti. The American Red 
Cross estimated the quake affected 3 million people – one-third of Haiti’s population.  Early estimates are more than 
100,000 dead.  
 
The quake on January 12 registered a 7.0 magnitude and is believed to be the worst to hit the region in approximately 
200 years according to the U.S. Geological Survey. Haiti is the poorest country in the western hemisphere and has 
suffered a number of recent disasters, including four hurricanes and storms in 2008 that killed hundreds.  
. 

Bishop Gregory Palmer, president of the United Methodist Council of Bishops, said officials throughout the 
denomination were meeting to see what more the church should be doing and urged every United Methodist to pray 
and to give as generously as possible through UMCOR. 

The United Methodist Committee on Relief, which has worked in Haiti for many years, immediately began making plans 
for an emergency response in partnership with groups such as Action by Churches Together, Church World Service, 
Global Medic and the Methodist Church in Haiti.  It is anticipated there will be years of rebuilding needed. 

There will be a great need for volunteers to help rebuild once the initial crisis has settled. Currently, it is not safe nor 
possible for volunteers to go to Haiti.  
  
Gifts to support UMCOR's Haiti Relief efforts can be made to Ashland UMC.  Earmark it:  Haiti Relief Efforts .             
These funds will be sent immediately to our Conference Treasurer’s office, where it will go for Haitian assistance. .  
 
There will also be a tremendous need for health kits to provide individuals with basic necessities. We will ask you and 
your Sunday School class/organization to consider making health kits soon.  Copies of the kit packet needs will be 
placed in each Sunday School classroom room and copies will be made available on the wooden chests and in Ashland 
Hall.
