His grandmother heard about it and telephoned him in rabbinical school and said in her impeccable
and beautiful Yiddish, "Your grandfather and | suffered under the Czars, and then we suffered under Lenin and
Stalin. We never had the right to vote, and you'’re going to now sit out an election and not vote?

Well, you can be sure, John, that | made it to the polls. Indeed, my grandparents who did not come to this
country until the 1920s and 30s would dress up in their Sabbath best to go to the polls. They were always the
first ones there, early in the morning. So this is a remarkable place. None of our people have ever lived in a
place like this in the past 2000 years.'

How do you love America?

With eyes wide open.

With an informed mind.

With a holy impatience that wants this nation always to be as good as its own best values.
With the courage to care and discuss and participate and vote.

With the vision and compassion of Christ, and the patriot's dream that sees beyond the

years, her alabaster cities gleam undimmed by human tears." (Rev. John Buchanan)
